Rigging tips

Sailing tip
One thing that makes a large difference between those at the front and mid-fleeters is the amount of time spent on the advantaged tack upwind.Top sailors spend over 95% on the time on the correct tack. Midfleeters maybe spend 60 to 80 % on the right tack.

The difference can be enormous. So how do I tell which tack to be on?

Here’s a few  principles-
· Sail on the tack that points you closest to the mark. So if you can point at the mark do so. Don’t spend time sailing away from the mark unless you have a seriously good reason to do so.
· Sail the long tack first and finish with the short tack to the mark. This is similar to the idea “ avoid getting out to the lay-lines early. Once there you are stuck with limited options .”

· Watch the hot sailors. ie If the hot ones have all gone left you had better have a good reason not to follow. Hoping to get something amazing out to the right will usually end in disaster.
· Generally if you get a big knock it is time to tack.

· Generally if you get a big lift stay with it.

· Use boats just ahead to gauge which tack to be on. eg If they are all on starboard you need a good reason to be on port.

· Always remember your strategic plan comes first. Eg if your plan is to go left to get out of bad current don’t be tempted to tack on a small knock. Keep going left till you are out of the current and then use lifts/ knocks to your advantage.

· Practice as much as you can at reading the wind. Scan ahead to try predicting what each gust will do. Anticipating is a much faster technique than reacting to changes in the wind.

· Sail upwind before the start. Many mid-fleeters just reach back and forward  before the start as this is easy. Sailing upwind helps you get a feel for the wind and conditions. It lets you notice your direction relative to the land as well as the top mark.
What the Tasmanian Sabre Association does for you as a sailor.

· The association looks after the class and works at ensuring a fair level of sailing within the one-design rules.

· The association organises State Titles each year.

· Every 4 years or so the association organises The National Championships in Tassie.

· The association organises and pays for training opportunities using top level coaches.

· New boats are measured to ensure compliance with the rules.

· Provides a voice at the National level where issues can be raised.  
· To encourage people to travel to Nationals, sailors are partly subsidised for their entry fee when travelling to National titles.
