Don’t get smacked in the face

Have you ever been sailing upwind and had a gust hit you from the wrong side. You either get smacked by the boom or if banking out to the max, find yourself rolled in to windward. Neither are much fun.

 This problem occurs when the wind is gusty with big shifts. These conditions are usually associated with gradient winds around a low pressure system. So a glance on the weather map can alert you to the potential even before going on the water.

Note these big shifts in direction can’t occur once a sea-breeze is well established.

To deal with these shifts one good strategy is to keep an eye on the gusts as they fan out across the water. If the gust seems to be coming from the windward side you might expect a big lift off the edge of the gust. If the gust is travelling down the leeward side of your boat you might expect a big knock. Watching carefully improves the odds of not getting caught by a huge knock. Watching other boats just in front of you is another good indicator.

The second strategy is when things look like they are about to go a bit uncertain. 

Instead of banking out 100% get body in a bit and steer just a little lower so if you do get hit with a big knock you have a much better chance of dealing with it. Ideally you can just flip over to the new tack and take the great lift on the new tack.

Tack Tracker

A few boats on the mainland have been using these gadgets to analyse their racing  from the comfort of the lounge room. Basically you have a small GPS on board which records  your track and you download it after the race. If several boats have them they can compare/overlay tracks to see where advantages were gained. Seems like a clever gadget with potential.
