The regatta is classified as a Category A event in accordance with RRS 7
Appendix 1 Regulation 20 of the RRS.  

 
2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  
 
2.1 The regatta is open to boats of the Sabre class that comply with the class

Sabre Sailing Association of Australia Inc and whose crew are current fin
members of their related State Sabre Association. Competitors must also
financial members of a club affiliated with a State Yachting Association a
of Yachting Australia (YA).  

 
2.2 Eligible boats may enter on the attached Entry Form, which shall be lodg

2.3 Eligibility for various divisions within the regatta shall be governed by the

age as at 31st December 2004. 
 
3 FEES 
 
3.1 A non-refundable entry fee of $115 is payable to the Sabre Sailing Assoc

Inc. by 30 November 2004.  
 
3.2 A non-refundable late entry fee of $10.00 is payable to the Sabre Sailing

NSW Inc. in addition to the entry fee for those yachts that enter after 30 N
2004.

Race 6 – Long Course Fri 31st Dec 2004 Warning signal at 1400 
Lay Day Sat 1st Jan 2005  
Race 7 – Long Course Sun 2nd Jan 2005 Warning signal at 1030 
Possible Resail Sun 2nd Jan 2005 Warning signal at 1430 

(No warning signal after 1500) 
 
 
5  MEASUREMENTS  

Each boat shall exhibit an “A” class measurement certificate and in addition the following 
shall apply: 
5.1  All competitors must present one sail, one centreboard and one rudder blade for 

inspection by the class measurer prior to the completion of registration.  
5.2  All competitors shall use only the registered equipment during the regatta.  
5.3  The class measurer, or appropriate delegate, may conduct random measurement 

checks on boats and equipment before, during and after the regatta at the 
discretion of the Race Committee or Sabre Sailing Association of NSW Inc.  

5.4  Damaged equipment may be replaced on written request to and approval by the 
race committee.  

 
6  SAILING INSTRUCTIONS  

The Sailing Instructions will be available from Twofold Bay Yacht Club during registration 
on Monday 27th and Tuesday 28th December 2004.  

 
7  REGATTA SITE  

The regatta site will be as shown in ‘Attachment A’.  
 
8  RACING AREA  

The racing area will be as shown in ‘Attachment A’.  
 
9  COURSES  

The course shall be triangular in shape as described in the sailing instructions.  
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10  SCORING  
The Low Point scoring system, Appendix A.4.1 will apply.   Four races are required to be 
completed to constitute a series. 

 
11 SUPPORT BOATS  

Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall not approach within 100 
metres of boats that are racing from the time of the preparatory signal and until the time 
all boats have finished or the Race Committee signals a postponement, general recall or 
abandonment.  Failure to comply may result in the disqualification of all competitors 
associated with the infringement. Support boats must register with the Race Committee. 

 
12 RADIO COMMUNICATION  

A boat shall neither make radio transmission while racing nor receive radio 
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile phones.  

 
13  INSURANCE  

13.1 All boats competing in this regatta shall have third party insurance cover of not less 
than AUD $5,000,000.  

13.2 All owners/competitors who sign the entry form are deemed to have made a 
declaration that they hold such cover.  

13.3 Competitors may be required to produce evidence of such insurance.  
13.4 Any competitor not holding this cover shall withdraw their entry.
